REGISTRATION – Collection of pre-entry race numbers is from a dedicated desk in the Grandstand concourse.   Please 

note that numbers MUST be worn pinned to the front of the vest only; they must not be folded or mutilated in any way. 

THERE IS NO ENTRY ON THE DAY.  You must complete the medical information on the reverse side of the number. 

TOILETS - Male and female Portatoilets are located in the centre course opposite the Grandstand (no disabled access).

START – The start time is 7.30pm at the far end of the paddock (short walk). We wait for the final fun runner to finish!                                                                                                                             

COURSE – The course utilises the racecourse perimeter surfaced tracks and paths, the route is traffic free and holds a 

measurement certificate and UKA race licence. The race is run over 3 laps.  Kilometre markers are placed at halfway 5K                                                                      

AUDIO/MP3 EARPHONES - For reasons of safety we do not permit the wearing of earphones (including bone) - you may 

not hear our marshals’ instructions, or other runners and park users approaching from behind. Competitors who ignore 

this request may have their finishing position deleted from the official results.
